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had a lot in common with that of the Tang and Song dynasties, or, more accurately,
reflected another trajectory of the ideological transformation of these dynasties. Both
trajectories of ideological transformation in the Tang and Song dynasties proved that the
development of the Cheng-Zhu school, rather than the Su or some other school, into the

mainstream school of Confucianism after the Song Dynasty did not occur by chance.

Historical Changes of Financing Support for “Imperial Examinations Fund” in Qing
Dynasty Ding Xiuzhen (115)

Financial support mechanism for the Imperial Examinations at the national level first
appeared in the middle of Qing Dynasty, identified as Imperial Examinations Fund, which
was improved by Yongzheng Emperor and Qianlong Emperor in order to response to the
challenge that the coexistence of both Imperial Examinations fees and its expenses in the
society. The government regulated the public expenses to enhance Imperial Examinations
Fund including implementation of “Haoxian Guigong”, increasing the amount of the
public support, and managing the Imperial Examinations funds by clarifying the items and
strictly paying off. The amount of Imperial Examinations Fund was kept arrange from 250
thousand to 500 thousand in every three years until the end of Qing Dynasty. However,
the financial support mechanism for the Imperial Examinations Fund was shift (or down-
shift) to local government due to financial crisis of the royal central government under
the governance of the Jiaqing Emperor. Consequently, the amount of officially financial
support which was reported to the royal central government disconnected with that of
support to Imperial Examinations Fund in practice. Thus, it served also as one of the
important economic causes for the abolition of the Imperial Examinations in the late Qing

Dynasty.

An Analysis on the Socio-Economic Order of Rural Jiangsu and Zhejiang with
Regards to the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom Liu Chen (136)

From 1860 to early 1861, characterized by the severe war situation, the Taiping
Heavenly Kingdom deviated from the basic practice of the Land System to better

stabilize the rear base. This resulted in a tax system founded in the Qing Dynasty and to
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be implemented in the rural areas of Jiangsu and Zhejiang provinces. In this way, taxes
were levied through landlords who collected land rent from tenant farmers, and aimed
to reestablish local order by relying on the feudal forces such as squires, petty officials,
and constables. This strategy went against the fundamental interests of the peasant class,
and such policy of collecting rent directly from tenant farmers, instead of the landlords,
in addition to rent restriction, also harmed the interests of the landlord class. Coupled
with increasing corruption, the taxation method failed. In modern Chinese revolution,
the key to victory lies in transforming rural areas into revolutionary bases. The failure of
the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom announced that without advanced class leadership and

progressive theories, the peasant class cannot solve this key issue.

Evolution of Early Modern European Racism from the Perspective of Pre-Adamism
Sun Yixiao (159)
Pre-Adamism was a precursor of the early modern European racism. Assuming that
Adam was not the first man and that human history had multiple origins, “pre-Adamism”
was regarded as a kind of “heresy” against conventional Christian theology. In early
modern Europe, a revival of the classical polygenism provided the theoretical basis for the
reappearance of “pre-Adamism”. The “discovery” of the Americas and Indians provided
an empirical basis for European scholars demonstrating the rationality of “pre-Adamism”.
By doing so, European scholars construct a race theory differing from the traditional
monogenism. Finally, pre-Adamism advocated western colonial politics, became a

historical root of modern racial discrimination in the Atlantic world.

Discussion and Review

Corvee Households and Status during Wei and Jin Dynasties—Response to and

Reflection on “Corvee Household Theory” Zhang Rongqiang (179)
There has been fierce debate in academic circles over the existence of special

corvee households in the Wei and Jin dynasties. Based on the way the records were

written, especially the Zoumalou bamboo slip household registration statistics of the

Wu Kingdom, the numbers recorded on the Wu Kingdom’s territorial map and census
